Bachelor of Science in Biological Sciences – Pre-Physical Therapy Program Pathway 
Biological Sciences – Pre-Physical Therapy is a program designed to meet the prerequisites for the Physical Therapy program 
at Ohio University and most other institutions, as well as nursing, physician assistant, and chiropractic programs. The major is 
also designed to provide student with a solid background in the life sciences. It should be noted that there are no uniform 
requirements for physical therapy schools & students should take care to consult the academic requirements for specific 
schools of interest.  
 

Admission Requirements 
• Minimum accumulative 2.5 GPA from all prior college-level coursework.  
• A grade of “C” or better in the equivalent courses to both BIOS 1700 and BIOS 1705 or minimum Math ACT subscore of 20 

or equivalent Math SAT subscore (490 on tests taken prior to March 2016 or 520 on tests taken March 2016 or later) or a 
minimum Ohio University math placement score of PL1 

• Official transcripts sent directly to Ohio University from all colleges and universities you have attended. 
• If you have completed fewer than 20 semester hours or 30 quarter hours of university or college coursework, you must also 

submit your high school transcript for evaluation.

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Degree Requirements 
To qualify for the Bachelor of Science in Biological Sciences degree, a student must have completed all Ohio University graduation 
requirements: general education, College, major, and residency. Students must complete a minimum of 30 semester credit hours of 
Ohio University credit, complete a minimum of 50% of the major course requirements at Ohio University, complete a minimum of 60 
semester hours equivalent to Ohio University 2000-level or above Arts & Sciences coursework, and complete a minimum of 120 total 
semester hours for graduation with a 2.0 GPA (elective hours may be required).  

Ohio University BRICKS General Education Requirements 
BRICKS is Ohio University’s general education program, and requirements must be fulfilled by all baccalaureate degree students. 
BRICKS includes a minimum of 38 credit hours across five categories: Foundations, Pillars, Arches, Bridges, and Capstone. Courses 
used to satisfy BRICKS requirements may be completed through Lorain County Community College or OHIO Online. The table below 
lists Lorain County Community College courses that have direct course equivalencies at Ohio University which meet BRICKS 
requirements. General education courses that may also satisfy program requirements are inside brackets. HIST courses marked with 
an asterisk (*) will automatically equate to fill Pillars Humanities Texts and Contexts, but may alternately equate to fill Pillars Social 
and Behavioral Sciences.
